From terms 1-6 children will be offered a variety of opportunities to experience a range of sports to help develop the fundamental skills in a variety of sports. Children will be supported to work individually and as a team player. This will help to develop self-esteem, confidence and sportsmanship throughout school.
The skills taught in the previous academic years will be consolidated year on year, helping to support the development of the core physical skills.
Children’s successes will be celebrated throughout school to encourage the development of physical education
Children will be encouraged to understand the importance of living a healthy, active and balanced lifestyle.
Throughout the academic year children will be supported to work individually and as a team player. This will help to develop sportsmanship throughout school.
